








NARRATIVE

 OFFICERS WERE DISPATCHED TO THE LISTED LOCATION IN REFERENCE TO DISTURBANCE CALL. CONTACT 1
ADVISED A STAFF MEMBER MADE HER MAD WHICH LED TO  WANTING TO CAUSE HARM TO HERSELF
BECAUSE SHE WAS TIRED OF ALL THE RULES AND STAFF CHANGING THE RULES. STAFF ADVISED OFFICERS
CONTACT 1 HAD MADE SEVERAL ATTEMPTS TO CUT HER WRIST WITH A PLASTIC OBJECT BUT WAS
UNSUCCESSFUL.

CONTACT 1 STATED SEVERAL TIMES SHE WANTED TO KILL HERSELF SHE NO LONGER WANTED TO BE ALIVE. THE
FACILITY NURSE WAS ON SCENE AND MEDICALLY ASSESSED AND CLEARED CONTACT 1.

WHILE OFFICERS WERE GAINING CONTROL OF THE SITUATION ANOTHER STUDENT CONTACT 2 APPROACHED
OFFICERS AND TOOK AN AGGRESSIVE STANCE TOWARD OFFICERS ROGERS WAS CUSSING AND REFUSING TO
LISTEN TO VERBAL COMMANDS GIVEN BY OFFICERS. OFFICERS DETAINED CONTACT 2 AND PLACED HER IN A
PATROL UNIT.

UPON REMOVING CONTACT 2 FROM THE UNIT OFFICERS OBSERVED THE WIRES FROM THE REAR FACING
CAMERA HAD BEEN PULLED LOOSE AND WERE HANGING DOWN.
